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See Change 2010 - Report
by Festival Co-ordinator

At the end of January 2010 it was
accepted that in going ahead with
See Change at that late date with
only 12 EOI we may have ended up
with a smaller festival than usual.
This would have been acceptable,
however with a good working system,
a history of previous Festivals, lots of
leads and towards the later part a
growing community awareness and
enthusiasm, a total of 36 events were
secured. However this only gave us
nine weeks to confirm events, collect
information, draft the brochure and
get it printed ready for distribution
prior to Easter. Not a bad effort. We
had a further 10 EOI that for one
reason O r anot her di
fruition.

The Festival ran reasonably smoothly
particularly considering the rather
short time frame in which it was
organised. With 36 events on the
programme the Festival was as big
as See Change 2008 and
comparable to previous years. The
opening day was combined with
World Environment Day at the Lady
Denman and was well attended by
visitors. We had 23 Art Exhibitions,
1 Art Collection Tour (repeated 5
times), 6 Music Events, 5 Literary
Events, 3 Environmental Events, 2
Workshop/Demonstrations and 2
Kids/Youth Events. The closing event
was also very popular with a large
crowd that

As planned, the festival ended slightly
in the black this year i a sound result
which ensures that See Change
Festivals will be able to go ahead
every 2 years with membership and
community support.
